Exhibitor Guidelines:

· All items displayed and offered for sale must be created by the exhibitor.  Our committee reserves the right to exclude work that does not meet its standard.  A qualified juror will select participants based on the photographic samples of professional quality and uniqueness of work.  Due to a large number of jewelry artists, the jurists will limit jewelry vendor participation to no more than 25% of total vendors at the festival.  Charles Sheppard III and Megan Mirro of the Fort Wayne Museum of Art are the jurors.
· The following jury rules will be followed:
1. First time exhibitors must be juried.  A $10.00 pre juried registration fee must be submitted by July 31, 2011, along with three good quality photos printed or on a CD of each medium to be sold. Label each printed photo or CD with your name and type of medium used.  
2. Applicants who are not voted favorably for the show will have the fees refunded and photos returned by August 15th, less the $10.00 pre-jury fee.  

3. Returning exhibitors will be juried every third year beginning with 2009 exhibitors.

4. Any exhibitor introducing a new medium to the festival, must have the new art medium juried.
· Exhibitors must supply their own tents, tables (tastefully skirted), chairs, displays and props.
· Exhibitors are responsible for the safety and content of their own displays. Whitley County Autumn Art Festival and the City of Columbia City, their employees and volunteers, assume no responsibility for displays or damage due to theft or loss.
· Exhibitors must submit payment for each 10x10 booth space in the amount of $40.00
· Categories: Woodworking - Pottery - Painting - Fiber Art - Textiles – Drawing - Pastels – Metal Work – Jewelry -  Photography – Glass
· If electrical is required, a $25.00 fee needs to be included with the booth fee.
· Tent and merchandise set up are Friday, September 9th from 5pm to 8pm, or September 10th from 7am to 8am.  Exhibitors are asked to unload their vehicles and park in the designated area assigned in a letter of confirmation, which will be mailed back to exhibitors.
· Confirmed exhibitors will be notified within two weeks of the jurist decision. A confirmation letter of final information for checking in will be mailed after the July 31st deadline.  Photos will be returned during registration on the day of the festival.

· Exhibitors who have a need to depart before closing time, must seek approval from festival officials.
· Publicity and advertising will be done by Whitley County Autumn Art Festival.

Whitley County Autumn Art Festival (“WCAAF”)

Dates/Location: Rain or Shine. Saturday September 10, 2011; 9a to 5p at the Whitley County Courthouse Lawn,  101 W. Van Buren Street, Columbia City, IN 46725.

Medium: WCAAF is open to any artist working in the following categories – Woodworking; Pottery; Glass; Painting (oils, acrylic, watercolor, etc.); Fiber Art/Textiles; Drawing/Pastels; Metal Work; Jewelry; Photography

Fees/Cancellation: Each artist must submit checks payable to WCAAF - $40.00 booth fee.  Accepted artists who cancel on or before the Whitley County Autumn Art festival occurrence will receive no refunds.  Accepted artists may participate in the 2011 festival with no fee charges, or may donate the booth fee amount to the festival’s designated charity.  WCAAF (as defined in the rules below) is not responsible for any cancellation fee in the event that the Art Festival is cancelled in the case of accident, riot, strikes, epidemic, acts of God or other legitimate conditions beyond WCAAF control.  Notwithstanding the foregoing, WCAAF shall have the right, in its sole and absolute discretion, to reschedule the Art Festival in the event of cancellation.

RULES

Eligibility: The Whitley County Autumn Art Festival representatives and juried art professionals (collectively “WCAAF”) reserve the right to determine the eligibility of any artist for inclusion in the Art Festival in accordance with either the WCAAF process and/or invitational procedures.  All work must be designed and executed by the accepted artist (maximum two collaborators).  No applications(s) submitted by the production studio without the artist names(s) and signatures(s) will be accepted.

Artist Representative: Each artist must be present in their booth during the Art Festival.

Standard of Work: Work that is shown must be an original concept of the accepted artist(s). Objects made from commercial molds, kits or plans are not acceptable.  Offset lithography may occupy no more than 25% of the booth space and must be clearly marked as reproductions.

Work quality: Artists may only show work in categories approved by the application.  In addition, it must meet the standard requirements of eligibility as listed above.  WCAAF reserves the right to have work removed that is not consistent with the quality standards of the Art Festival.

Booth Dimensions: One booth space will  not exceed an area of 10 feet by 10 feet   Each artist must keep display within the paid space assignment and provide his/her own display equipment and rain/sun protection.  WCAAF provides only booth space.

Compliance with Laws: Each artist must comply with all laws, rules, regulations and ordinances in force and/or applicable to WCAAF.

Violation of WCAAF Rules: WCAAF may visit an artist’s booth periodically throughout the Arts Festival to ensure compliance to the rules.  If the artist is in violation of one or more of the rules, the artist may be asked to leave the Art Festival.  Persistent violation of the rules may jeopardize his/her right to participate in future WCAAF sponsored or organized events.

GENERAL PROVISIONS:

Taxes: No commission is taken on sales.  Each artist is required to collect Indiana Sales Tax (7%).  Artists who have an Indiana Sales Tax number must provide that number with this application.  If you are selected to exhibit and do not have an Indiana Sales Tax number, you must register with the Indiana Department of Treasury.  

Release: Artist agrees to release WCAAF officials to use photos of his/her booth and/or wares for advertising purposes.  Artist hereby releases and forever discharges WCAAF and all sponsoring organizations, and each of their parent companies, subsidiaries, affiliates, directors, officers, employees, agents, and volunteers from any responsibility, liability, claims, losses and damage arising out of or in conjunction with artist’s application or participation in the Art Festival, including loss due to theft, damage, destruction of property, or towing of vehicles, or injury to artist or artist’s employees or invitees while present at the Art Festival.  Each artist at his/her own expense, if so desired, should take out fire and theft insurance.  WCAAF shall not be responsible for any injury sustained by artist or guest while within the booth space.  Artist understands that all work and other equipment stored in the booth or at any other location at the Art Festival location during the event shall be at the artist’s own risk without exception or limitation.

Indemnity: Artist shall indemnify and hold harmless WCAAF, its employees, agents and management company, and Whitley County Courthouse tenant, from and against any and all claims, actions, damages, liability, losses, costs and/or expenses, including reasonable court costs and attorney’s fees, in connection with loss of life, personal injury and/or property damage arising from the artist’s exhibiting pursuant to this agreement or arising out of artist’s occupancy or use of the space designated for exhibits at the WCAAF, or any part or portion thereof, occasioned wholly or in part by any act of omission of artist, its agents, contractors, or employees.  Such obligation shall not be construed to negate, abridge or otherwise reduce insurance requirements or other rights of obligations of indemnity which otherwise exist as to artist.

Access: WCAAF will provide access to the booth and Art Festival location as necessary.

Artist Equipment: Artist agrees to be solely responsible for all equipment, stock-in-trade or personal property, whether or not owned by artist, utilized in connection with the Art Festival Artist does hear-by waive any right of recovery against any sponsor of the Art Festival and WCAAF and each tenant of Whitley County Courthouse for loss, damage or theft of such equipment.  Artist agrees that WCAAF shall not be liable and artist shall indemnify WCAAF against any damage to artist’s or artist’s employee’s property, or artist equipment entrusted to artist by others, and for the loss of or damage to any of artists equipment by theft or otherwise, except if the same is caused by WCAAF willful act.

Artist Clean Up:  The artist is responsible for final clean up of the booth location at the end of the event.  It shall be the sole responsibility and expense of artist to remove all artist equipment immediately following the end of the Art Festival.  In addition, artist shall leave booth space and any other area used as neat and clean a condition as such premises were prior to their arrival at event.

Governing Law:  This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State where the Art Festival is located, without regard to choice of law provisions.

Amendments: This Agreement is acknowledged by the signing parties as the complete text of their mutual covenants and understanding, superseding all prior understandings which may differ from this Agreement.  No change, waiver, or modification of the terms of this Agreement shall be binding unless in writing and signed by all authorized parties.

Assignment: Artists shall not assign, delegate or transfer their respective duties or interests in the Agreement without the written consent of WCAAF.

Attorney’s Fees: If any party hereto shall bring any suit or other action against another for relief, declaratory or otherwise, arising out of this Agreement, the losing party shall pay the prevailing party’s reasonable costs and expenses, including such sum as the Court may determine to be reasonable attorney’s fees.
